VISION OF THE PROJECT

A training course in seven traditional Ukrainian crafts

was designed to equip 56 representatives of ecological

communities and the internally displaced persons (IDPs)

they sheltered with the skills needed to open their own

handicraft workshops. The course aimed to promote the

financial sustainability of both ecological and local

communities by empowering participants to preserve

cultural heritage while creating economic opportunities.
